Make sure to read through all steps and understand all 

requirements before beginning assembly. 

In addition to your Luxlite® you will need:

• �Silicone Adhesive Sealant

(high quality; Dow Corning 791 suggested)

• Drill, bits and screws as required

Please take precaution when moving heavy objects 

and working at height; be sure to use correct 

equipment.

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fiT TriMMers To your rafTers

The internal dimensions of the aperture created by 

your trimmers and rafters should match the size of 

the Luxlite® you ordered. (e.g. for 2000x1000mm 

Luxlite®, the internal dimensions of your aperture 

should be 2000x1000mm).

Internal aperture

Fit trimmers across the rafters adjacent to the 

aperture, and a beam across the trimmers, as shown. 

These additional structural members will support the 

tile battens around the rooflight. 
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Step One

fiT underfeLT To your roof

Fit underfelt to your roof. The underfelt should 

extend to the rim of the aperture where your 

Luxlite® will be installed. Seal the underfelt to the 

timber around the aperture.

STEP TWO
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prepare and fiT a wedge beLow your aperTure 

The bottom of the wedge should meet level with the 

tiles that will be installed later. This can be determined 

by trial fitting the Luxlite® assembly. The wedge should 

be at least as wide as the Luxlite® apron. The position 

and angle of the wedge is dependent on the roof type 

set out. 

cover The wedge wiTh fLashing

Cover the wedge installed in the previous step with 

flashing (flashing and wedge not provided). The 

flashing width should be at least 100mm (either 

side) greater than the Luxlite® apron. It is also 

important that the highlighted edge of the flashing 

(left) is tucked underneath the Luxlite® apron.

bring your LuXLiTe® inTo posiTion

Bring your Luxlite® into position and align it so that 

it is centred on your aperture.

Seal the interface between the Luxlite® and the 

aperture with silicone.
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Step THREE Step FOUR Step FIVE
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Dimension A is equal to the diameter of your O-Lite

(for a 1000mm O-Lite, A = 1000mm)
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fiX your LuXLiTe® To your roof

Use the brackets provided to fix your Luxlite® to your 

roof. Refer to the assembly section view in the appendix 

at the end of this document for more detail.

fiT TiLe baTTens To your roof

Tile battens can now be fitted to your roof. 

The battens should be flush with the edge of 

the Luxlite® aluminium apron. 

Fit flashing to cover the battens

Seal beneath the lip of the apron, drape over battens. 

Tiles will sit over this flashing. (Note: side flashing is 

only required when using pantiles).

Step SIX Step SEVEN Step EIGHT
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fiT TiLes To your roof

You are now free to fit tiles to your roof. The Luxlite® has been designed so that your 

roof tiles can overlap the apron, leaving little aluminium exposed for a minimalistic 

aesthetic. 

pLasTerboard To finish your LuXLiTe® asseMbLy

Apply plasterboard to the internal faces of your aperture. The plasterboard 

is to be applied up to the internal trim of the Luxlite® (for plastering finish 

guidelines, please follow the cross section fitting guide, included at the end of 

this document).

Congratulations! Your Conservation Luxlite® is now fully installed.

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Roof tiles to overlap apron 
lip by 20mm minimum

Tile Battens to be ran upto 
the side of the flashing tray

Roofing underfelt to be fitted onto roof, 
flush to the edge of the structural opening 
prior to fitting rooflight

White powder
coated internal trim
(factory applied)

Plywood Deck

Max 12mm
Plasterboard

Minimum fall 15  (inc roof) 

Maximum fall 75  (inc roof)

Do not lift by glass

Screw fix timber kerb to fix luxlite to roof using 
brackets and screws provided - refer to step by

Plasterboard to be finished as illustrated. Run 
into dedicated white internal trim, this will also 
act as your stop bead to ensure a neat finish

(size ordered) = size of timber structural opening
